THE NEW LIFE 
 
 We can be a witness of the saving power of Christ through our actions, our speaking and the 
manner of life we live.  1 Peter 3:15 says, "...be ready always to give an answer to every man that asketh 
you a reason of the hope that is in you with meekness and fear."  When led by the Spirit of God to speak 
to others, we are given a part in fulfilling God's command in Mark 16:16, ". . .preach the gospel to every 
creature."  Proverbs 11:30 tells us, ". . .he that winneth souls is wise." 
 
 When we begin witnessing to others, there is a growing awareness of Christ's challenge to live a  
victorious life for others to see.  Through regularly studying God's Word and walking by faith in 
accordance with His precepts, we find Proverbs 10:29  being fulfilled in our lives.  It says, "The way of 
the Lord is strength to the upright. . ."  True faith in God creates a desire to obey His Word, serve and 
follow Him.  John 12:26 declares, "If any man serve me, let him follow me, and where I am, there shall 
also my servant be: if any man serve me, him will my Father honour."  Love and fellowship – both with 
God and with other believers – are also important aspects of our Christian life.  1  John 4:11 says, "If God 
so loved us, we ought also to love one another" and Hebrews 3:13 tells us, "But exhort one another 
daily..."  God's plan is that all who are saved should be filled with the Holy Spirit and then use this power 
to witness to others about Christ.  Every believer should live a godly and victorious life, enabling others 
to see that God truly can change lives.
